Meeting Notes

Therese Brown outlined the goals as determined by the team at the January ACEC meeting.  The three primary goals are:  (1) Career exploration; (2) Remediation; and      (3) Advanced Placement or College Credit.

The discussion evolved around the steps needed to infuse classroom curriculum to bring more relevancy to the learning experience.   It was determined that a set of standards needed to be developed which would fuse remediation with academics.  

Jeff Park agreed to take the lead in developing a set of standards which can be presented to the superintendents for consideration.   The superintendents need to endorse the standards.    Such standards need to reflect a strong career orientation and development process.   Benchmarks and lesson plans need to be incorporated into the standards.
At the next meeting it needs to be determined exactly what the next steps are to be suggested to the Superintendents.  Grant opportunities also need to be identified that will help us sustain our efforts.
